 The group approved the agenda by consensus. 
The 2.16.17 minutes were approved by consensus. 
BV County PCA Council
Renewal for the FY 18 Prevent Child Abuse Programs has been submitted to the Iowa Child Abuse Prevention Council.  Currently Buena Vista Public Health & Home Care is the entity the contract is through on behalf of the Buena Vista Child Abuse Prevention Council.  Want input from Council members if they feel the Council should become its own legal entity.  One way is to register with the State of Iowa as a Non-Profit Corporation 504.401.  The other way would be to become a 501 C-3. If available in the next grant cycle to write for Community Development to assist in the 501 C-3 process. 

Family STEPS currently has 37 families enrolled.  Interpreter for the Karen speaking participants is currently waiting for work permit.  Collen Carlson assist Karen families, commented on Karen health services, but still need one on one to comprehend/supplement after appointments.  In the interim if you know of someone that can assist, please contact Buena Vista Public Health & Home Care.  The Buena Vista and Crawford County Family STEPS program attended the Prevent Child Abuse Iowa Day on the Hill.  Lt. Governor Kim Reynolds signed the proclamation.  Currently waiting for Family Support Credential Review, part of the process is to have a panel discussion with Community Partners. 
Pam Bogue asked the Council about monthly billing from Sexual Abuse Prevention.  Submission is the same each month. Discussion was held on what the programs purpose and grant submission.  Annette Koster read the submission and budget.  Discussion was held on billing for time involved to complete the program, should it be an accurate billing for time and prep?.  CASSA works with multiple PCA Councils with this project. The Council members present decided with the small amount of funds allocated to the program it may take more time accounting for time in a time study than providing the service to children and parents.  Would like to have more accountability of the services toward the project, and attendance at meeting to share. 
Alicia Doughtery asked Is it possible to write a grant for Love n Logic, good program, or does it have to be a researched based program as was presented to the group a few years back.  Retta Mitchell would like to know how to get Love n Logic approved for Child Care Provider.  Love n Logic is currently being provided by Lutheran Services of Iowa (LSI) the English class is accepting registration. Discussion was held. Prior to the next meeting research the Clearinghouse website for parenting programs that serve a diverse population. 

Paulo D Michel asked what could be done to prevent drug prevention at the middle school level.  The group directed her to check with Cindy Johnson at Compass Pointe.  Paulo reported kids are dealing with a lot of stress and are being introduced to drugs as a way to cope.   Drugs are a huge problem, what other ways are there for this age group to be involved? Does Storm Lake still provide the DARE program?  Dawn Sickelka will connect with Juvenile Court services. Further discussion was held.  Conversation on Drug use at Family Treatment Court to partner to get a Drug Endangered Children (DEC), need to have a coordinator active in community to be successful. Trackers in Buena Vista County, would they be able to provide education?  Season Center, Dawn will check with Audrey.  

At the State Drug Endangered Conference identified that Heroin use is coming this direction. Safe Passage Program – turn self in with drugs and paraphernalia, get help and treatment.  Jail Recovery Program – help with prisoners being released from jail, medication and enrolling into recovery.

LSI has a new bilingual therapist starting in May.
